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Rufus Putnam first Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Free & Accepted Masons of Ohio

Putnam was born in Sutton, Massachusetts. His grandfather was a half-brother to the father of Israel Putnam, the re-
nowned general during the American Revolution. Putnam served with a Connecticut regiment during the French and
Indian War. He served from 1757 to 1760. During the war, Putham saw action in the Great Lakes region, near Lake
Champlain. After the war, Putnam worked as a millwright, he devoted his time to educating himself, learning vast quanti-
ties about geography, mathematics, and surveying. In 1769, Putnam left his occupation as a millwright and became a
farmer and surveyor. Rufus Putnam, along with Israel Putnam and two others, traveled in 1773 to near present-day
Pensacola, Florida. There, Putnam surveyed and chartered lands along the Mississippi River that were to be granted to
veterans of the French & Indian War. On April 19, 1775 he again enlisted in the army at the onset of the Revolutionary
War, he was commissioned a Lieuten- =

ant Colonel and charged with the re-
sponsibility of building the fortifications
about such important towns as Boston
and Charlestown, Massachusetts,
West Point, New York and Newport,
Rhode Island. In 1776 General Wash-
ington gave him the assignment to
drive the British from Boston. As was
typical of Rufus Putnam, he was suc-
cessful. This success led to many
other important assignments, such as
Chief Engineer of the army and com-
mander of the 5th Massachusetts
regiment. In recognition of his con-
spicuous service, the Congress in
1782 commissioned him a Brigadier
General. Early in 1883 he resigned his
commission and returned to his farm
and surveying.

M. W. B. Putnam was made a Master
Mason in American Union Lodge, an
army Lodge, in New York in 1779. He
was one of ten Brethren who, on June
25, 1790, petitioned for the reorganization of American Union Lodge. At the first meeting held at Campus Martius on
June 28, 1790, Rufus Putnam was elected Junior Warden. He later served as Master in 1794, 1798, 1800, the last half
of 1801, and in 1804 and 1805. On January 7, 1808 in Chillicothe on the second day of the meeting called to organize
the Grand Lodge of Ohio, Rufus Putnam was elected to the position of Right Worshipful Grand Master, thus becoming
the first Grand Master of the Grand Lodge of Ohio.

Israel Putnam (January 7, 1718 i May 29, 1790) American army general and Freemason
fought with distinction at the Battle of Bunker Hill (1775) during the American Revolutionary War (17751 1783). Although
Putnam never quite attained the national renown of more famous heroes such as Davy Crockett or Daniel Boone, in his
own time his reckless courage and fighting spirit were known far beyond Connecticut's borders through the circulation of
folk legends celebrating his exploits.

By the eve of the Revolution he had become a relatively prosperous farmer and tavern keeper, with more than a local
reputation for his previous exploits. On April 20, 1775, when Putnam received news of the Battles of Lexington and Con-
cord that started the war the day before, he left his plow in the field and rode 100 miles (160 km) in eight hours, reaching
Cambridge the next day and offering his services to the Patriot cause. Putham was named major general, making him
second in rank to General Artemas Ward in the Army of Observation that preceded the founding of the Continental
Army. He was one of the primary figures at the Battle of Bunker Hill, both in its planning and on the battlefield. During
that battle Putham may have ordered William Prescott to tell his troops "Don't fire until you see the whites of their eyes"

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Humboldt Lodge No: 79
One of Eureka's largest and most impressive buildings is the Humboldt Masonic Temple which has been in use at the
southeast corner of Fifth and G Streets for over seventy years. The ground breaking took place in 1921, the cornerstone
was laid in 1922, and the building was first occupied by the Masons in 1923

Humboldt Lodge No. 79, Free & Accepted Masons was
organized by six Masons at a meeting in Bucksport on
April 25, 1854; a dispensation was issued by the Grand
Lodge of California on June 30, 1854, formally estab-
lishing the lodge; and it received a charter as Number
79 in the California Jurisdiction on July 1, 1855. It is the
oldest fraternal organization in the county.

The lodge built a two-story building in Bucksport where
Bayshore Mall is now located. The new lodge met up-
stairs and the Bucksport school was downstairs.
Eureka outgrew Bucksport and March 4, 1858, the
lodge moved to First Street between G and H Streets.
Later the new Odd Fellows Lodge and Humboldt Lodge
jointly built a wooden building at Second and F Streets.
Then in 1871 the Masons built their own building at the
southwest corner of Second and G Streets, where the
lodge met until 1923. Membership in Humboldt Lodge
grew from 13 in 1855, to 53 in 1871, to 323 in 1910.

, That year the lodge began to look for sites for a new building large enough to accommodate the members, as well as
the Eastern Star, York Rite, Scottish Rite and other groups using the building.

Hunter had been a pioneer in the county as a boy, and he served as Superior Court Judge for twenty years before re-
signing in 1910 to run unsuccessfully for Congress. He had been a member of Humboldt Lodge since 1895, served as
Master of the Lodge in 1898, and was Grand Master of Masons in California in 1904. On July 18, 1921, Sarah J. Vance
(widow of John MacGregor Vance, a nephew of John Vance), together with her children Etta L. Vance, Harry P. and
Evelyn C. Vance, and Carlotta Vance Parker sold to Humboldt Lodge two lots totaling 100" by 110" at the southeast cor-
ner of Fifth and G Streets for the sum of $45,000.

The builder, engineer, and architect selected for the Masonic Temple were all members of Humboldt Lodge No. 79.
Franklin Thompson Georgeson (1889-1953) was the architect of the work. He was the son of F.W.M. Georgeson, leader
of the drive for the new building, and had himself be-
longed to Humboldt Lodge since 1919. Civil Engineer
for the massive structure was Clarence Edward Tabor

~ (1888-1969), a member of the lodge since 1918.

- Builder of the temple was Mercer-Fraser Company, led
by Hugh Alexander Graham (1880-1940), a vice presi-
dent and partner in the firm, and member of Humboldt

Lodge since 1919, and Master of the Lodge in 1925.
