On June 14, 1940 the German army swept into Paris. One of the first actions that they took was to seize all
the Masonic buildings in Paris, and ship all the records and archives to Berlin. Why did they do this? Were
they afraid of Freemasons? Or were they trying to discover Masonic secrets that they could use as a
source of power? Then, when the war was lost, and the Russians occupied Berlin, one of the first things
the Communists did was to seize those same archives and take them to Moscow. Again, why? What was
in them that was so important to both the Nazis and the Communists? The 27,000 dossiers that have be-
come to be known as the "Moscow archives" shed a light on the life of European lodges for more than two
centuries. During this period, the continent experienced tumult and change, as society adjusted to the ide-
als of the Enlightenment.

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The Colored Masonic is an 8-story Renaissance-Revival style building located at 16304th Avenue
North. It was constructed for the Most Worshipful Prince Hall Grand Lodge, Free & Accepted Ma-
sons of Alabama and is a contributing structure to the 4th Avenue Historic District. The building was
developed under the leadership of Grand Master Walter Woodsand the $657,704 cost was funded
entirely by contributions, without taking on any construction debt.

The brick building was
designed by the firm
of Taylor & Per-

sley (Robert Tay-

lor and Louis Persley),
and built by Windham

Brothers Construction.

The cornerstone was . S W—— e
" J BAA 0000000

laid in 1922 and the
building opened in 1924.
Its design features an
engaged limestone tem-
ple front on the south
facade. The architrave
and frieze of the Corin-
thian entablature was
segmented to make
room for the fourth-floor
windows. The dentil cor-
nice is continuous, and
wraps two sides of the
building, dividing the : : ' e
upper and lower sections. The upper part of the facade is gridded off into two and 1 1/2-story sec-
tions, separated by pilasters and smaller entablatures.

Three ground floor rooms were used for the Booker T. Washington Library, the first public lending
library open to Black citizens in Birmingham. The offices of the NAACP, in this building, were pad-
locked following the May 26, 1956 order by Montgomery Circuit Judge Walter Jones banning the
organization from operating in the state of Alabama.

It is still used for meetings of the the Prince Hall Grand Lodge, but is otherwise underutilized. In
January 2009 Main Street Birminghamhosted a workshop at the building to generate ideas for crea-
tive redevelopment. A campaign to raise $10-15 million for restoration and expansion of the Temple
Building was launched by the Grand Lodge in2017, shortly after it was made part of the Birmingham
Civil Rights National Monument. Early schemes for possible expansion include a multi-story parking
deck to the west of the Temple with retail spaces on the ground floor.

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The Masonic legend of Hiram Abiff

Is the central character of an allegory presented to all can-
didates during the third degree inFreemasonry. Hiram is
presented as the chief architect of King Solomon's Tem-
ple, who is murdered in the Temple he designed by three
ruffians during an unsuccessful attempt to force him to
divulge the Master Masons' secret passwords. The
themes of the allegory are the importance of fidelity, and
the certainty of death, underpins the third degree. It starts
with his arrival in Jerusalem, and his appointment by Solo-
mon as chief architect and master of works at the con-
struction of his temple. As the temple is nearing comple-
tion, three fellowcraft masons from the workforce ambush
him as he leaves the building, demanding the secrets of a
master mason. Hiram is challenged by each in turn, and at
each refusal to divulge the information his assailant strikes
him with a mason's tool (differing between jurisdictions).
He is injured by the first two assailants, and struck dead
by the last.
